The exhibition at the Powerhouse Museum includes Australia’s first surviving wedding dress from
1822, gold rush fashions, elegant 1920s gowns, unconventional sixties styles and spectacular
contemporary designer fashion, as well as garments reflecting Australia’s culturally diverse
communities. Memorabilia, photographs and letters reveal the stories and traditions behind the
outfits within the context of the social, economic and political changes in Australian society.
