I love my son, but it wasn’t until his life was threatened, that | realised how precious he was.
Interestingly, this event changed the way | saw Easter. | had never seen Easter from a Father’s
perspective.

I cannot imagine giving my son's life in exchange for someone else’s - | don’t love any person
that much. | cannot imagine asking my son to save another person’s life at the cost of his life - he
is too precious. Yet God the Father did.

by which our sins are forgiven. 11 Dear friends, since God loved us this much, we must
love each other.
