At Thomas Hassall Anglican College, we're preparing to take on a powerful national
initiative — the Push-Up Challenge. Set to kick off in Week 6, this challenge goes far beyond
physical strength; it’s a movement aimed at raising vital awareness for mental health and
wellbeing across Australia.

To mark our involvement, we’ll be hosting a special lunchtime event on the Tuesday of Week 6
where students will face off against staff in a friendly push-up competition. But make no mistake

willingness to get involved. Every push-up becomes a symbol — a message that says, “We care.
We see you. We’re here.”
